Live Fire Level 1 - FF203

Thursday .......... September 9............ 8:30 am - 4:30 pm
Friday................ September 10.......... 8:30 am - 4:30 pm

Participants will develop skills and techniques to extinguish and control fires. Scenarios include; Class A materials, interior and exterior attacks,
fires involving combustible liquids, fires involving a flammable gas cylinder, and ventilation techniques.

Prerequisites:

e Successful completion of the recruit program

¢ Applicants must provide a letter from the Department Fire Chief or supervisor confirming competency in the following subjects: safety and
orientation, ladders, fire streams, fire hose and appliances, fire behavior, SCBA, ventilation and rescue.

Course Goal(s): Participants will have the appropriate mix of theoretical knowledge and practical skills to function effectively and safely as
an integral member of a fire fighting team when engaged in fire suppression activities.

First Responder Level 1 - FR1

Thursday .......... September 9............ 8:30 am - 4:30 pm
Friday................ September 10.......... 8:30 am - 4:30 pm

First Responder Level 1 provides participants with rigorous training focused on basic patient assessment and life support related to airway,
breathing and bleeding control as well as oxygen therapy and airway management, splinting and bandaging. Students will be able to
understand the role of the First Responder, perform an organized and prioritized patient assessment, intervene in life-threatening injuries and
conditions, and record and report patient information.

Course Goal(s): Successful candidates will receive a First Responder Level 1 license from EMA valid for three years.

CPR Level C - EM100

Learn the skills needed to recognize and respond to cardiovascular emergencies and choking. Topics covered include;
e Emergency Scene Management
e Shock, Unconsciousness & Fainting
e Choking
e Review of Adult CPR
e Child Resuscitation

Course Goal(s): Successful candidates will receive CPR certification valid for one year.

Introduction to the Incident Command System - ICS100
Thursday .......... September9............ 8:30 am - 4:30 pm

The Incident Command System (ICS) is a model for command, control, and coordination of emergency response at an emergency scene.
It provides a way of coordinating the efforts of agencies and resources as they work together toward safely responding, controlling, and
mitigating an emergency incident. This introduction to the Incident Command System is delivered in a classroom setting and will introduce
the twelve principles of ICS, ICS organization, basic terminology, and common responsibilities.

Course Goal(s): Upon completion of the ICS100 course, participants will have the knowledge to work in a supporting role at an incident or
event, or to support an incident from an off-site location.

Fire Fighter Personal Protective Equipment - FF202
Friday................ September 10.......... 8:30 am - 4:30 pm

This practical one-day program uses chapter 5 of the IFSTA Essentials of Fire Fighting 5th edition as a course guide. Students will learn about
types of Personal Protective Equipment (PPE), including Self Contained Breathing Apparatus (SCBA). The program discusses proper use,
inspection and maintenance of Fire Fighters’ PPE and includes practical exercises to reinforce learning.

Course Goal(s): Participants will gain an understanding of the protective equipment available and how to use it safely in fir
ground operations.

Hazardous Materials Awareness — FS125
Friday.......cccu.e. September 10.......... 8:30 am - 4:30 pm

This course focuses on the recognition of a hazardous emergency, personnel safety, hazard assessment, and the notification of the emergency
response team using safe, practical, defensive actions all of which are critical components required when dealing with a hazardous situation.
Techniques learned are practiced in simulated emergencies where the Incident command System (ICS) is introduced.

Course Goal(s): The goal of the course is to equip students with the skills to initiate early recognition of hazardous materials and the ability
to respond accordingly.
