• Should be a member of a fire department, police department or emergency service 
organization. 

• Current basic cardiac life support level C certification (or equivalent) within 6 months of First

• Successful candidates receive a Certificate of Achievement for First Responder Level 3 and are 

eligible to be licensed by the EMA Licensing Branch (valid for three years).
